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Preface

Starting with the first exam of 2010, the Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) has been revised
in order to emphasize “communicative ability”. This change is based on the view that Japanese proficiency
is not just a matter of knowing grammar and having a wide vocabulary. Instead, what is essential is a
comprehensive grasp of the language that allows the speaker to apply this knowledge in a wide variety of
actual situations.

With this in mind, part one of this book uses three situations that will allow users to learn grammatical
points found in the level N3 test: Sakura and Kenta go to buy a textbook (first story), looking for an
apartment (second story), and falling ill (third story). Each situation is illustrated using three types of
pages — @ conversations between the two people; @ passages about the conversations; and @ plus, which
includes other related grammatical points and questions. Users will be able to learn approximately 250
grammatical items across 9 different situations.

Finally, the mock exams at the end of the book, which also include material covered in part two
(honorifies, adverbs, etc), contain questions that are written in exactly the same style as the actual
examination. Try your hand at these mock exams to verify not so much whether you have remembered the
relevant grammatical points, but whether you can apply them in order to communicate effectively.

Using this book, we hope you enjoy the conversations between Sakura and Kenta while learning
grammar that you can actually put to use in real life. Our best wishes for achieving your goal of passing
the level N3 test.
